Tuition:  Tuition is per student, per 17-week semester.    

   There are 2 semesters in the school year.   

Tuition is due on or before first day of classes for the 1st and 2nd semester.   

Tuition can be paid in 3 or 4 equal monthly payments for balances under or over $1000.

Things to know:  
   

• OliveTree rents classroom space from Summitview Church, therefore, students are not allowed 

to be anywhere on the church campus (inside or outside) unsupervised. Please ensure you are 

able to pick up your students in a timely manner.  
  

• Students must have their textbooks for the first day of class – please plan accordingly.  
  

• Parental involvement is commensurate with your students’ ability to work independently.   
  

• OliveTree does not have resources or tutoring available, parents assume this role.

• There is a $50 drop fee per class after June 30th.  Register when you are confident of class 

selections.

The Faculty and/or Staff 

may find it necessary to notify me that my student should be sent home if this situation occurs.  If disruptive behavior 

continues, the Faculty and/or Staff may require expulsion of my student from the class(es) he/she may be enrolled in at that 

time.  I understand that if expulsion is required, program fees will be prorated from the day my student was expelled with 

the remaining balance returned to me within 30 days following expulsion.  Registration fees will be forfeited if expulsion 

occurs.  

EMERGENCIES  

In case of an emergency, I understand that every effort will be made to contact you and/or the persons below.  However, if 

you/they cannot be contacted, I hereby authorize a faculty or Staff member of the Program and/or a physician selected by 

the faculty or staff member, to secure an indicated treatment, including hospitalization, to safeguard the welfare of my 

student.  I will accept responsibility for all expenses incurred in such treatment.

OliveTree High School Grading Policy  
  

   

The intention of Olive Tree High School is to be college preparatory.   

We want the students to easily make the transition to college.   

Therefore, we have certain standards that we expect the students and parents to meet.  

Our goal is to serve you by preparing students for real life.  
  

STANDARD #1  The parent is contracting with OliveTree to teach a particular subject.   

Therefore, the student is expected to complete all the work assigned by the teacher on time.  
  

STANDARD #2  The teacher has final authority for OliveTree grade assignment.   

Parents, as overseers of their student’s education, may use an OliveTree grade as a component of a larger 

assignment as they see fit.  
  

LATE WORK - If a student has a legitimate “excused” absence, the work will not be given a “late” grade.  

Example of excused:  Sickness, death in family, pre-announced family vacation.   

Example of not excused: non-prearranged absences excluding sickness and family emergencies.   
  

 If the student is expected to miss an OliveTree class due to prearranged vacation or prearranged conflict, or an 

excused absence, then a make-up deadline needs to be discussed with the teacher, and the new deadline must be 

met to avoid a late grade.   
  

 If a student misses a deadline for a non-excused absence, the penalty is to lose one letter grade (10 pts.) on the 

late assignment.  Teachers may use discretion to increase penalties for repeated offences.  For an excused 

absence, if the student misses an agreed upon deadline for make-up work, the penalty is also to lose a letter 

grade on the assignment.    
  

There is always a penalty if an assignment is late for any other reason than an excused absence.   

There is no sanction if the student has a pre-arranged absence and makes up the work on the agreed upon 

timetable.  
  

PLAGIARISM - In preparing students for real life and for integrity purposes, teachers will decide the sanctions 

imposed for plagiarism on a case-by-case basis.
